For 2026-2027 Freshmen — automatic Jcﬁaﬁarsﬁiﬁ:

Students are automatically considered for the President’s, Principals, and
Dean’s scholarships. No application is required. These awards are re-
newed annually if the student has acceptable conduct and maintains the
stated GPA.

President’s Scholarship — $2,000 to students who select Duchesne as
their first-choice school, attend a Catholic grade school, have a min. 4.0
GPA, and score 95% or better on the Complete Composite [TBS, NWEA
MAP, or comparable testing in 8th grade. (Maintain 4.0 GPA at DHS for
auto renewal.)

Principal's Scholarship — $1,000 to students who select Duchesne as their
first-choice school, attend a Catholic grade school, have a min. 4.0 GPA,
and score 90-94% on the Complete Composite ITBS, NWEA MAP, or com-
parable testing in 8th grade. (Maintain 4.0 GPA at DHS for auto renewal.)

Dean’s Scholarship — $750 to students who select Duchesne as their first
-choice school, have B or better in core 8th-grade classes, and score 80-
89% or better on the Complete Composite ITBS, NWEA MAP, or comparable
testing in 8th grade. Catholic grade school attendance is not required.
(Maintain 3.6 GPA at DHS for auto renewal.)

For 2026~2027 Al Grade Levels — automatic scﬁa/arsﬁi/;

Tuition Assistance if determined individually. All
families requesting tuition assistance must submit
required documents through Blackbaud Financial
Aid management (BBFA).
